Resource mobilisation. The following examples illustrate the scale of financing that I have mobilised or influenced the expenditure of:

· In leading the mid-term review of the €30.0 million EU-China Biodiversity Programme, I was able to ensure that a major underspend would be converted into an extension of EC funding to the end of 2011, allowing time for formulation of a follow-on project to establish a successor institution to support biodiversity management and climate change adaptation in China.

· In leading the mid-term review of the €7.3 million ASEAN Centre for Biodiversity project, I was able to ensure that a €1.6-2.0 million underspend would be converted into an extension of EC funding to the end of 2010, maximising the chance of the ACB raising its planned €20 million endowment according to a fund-raising strategy articulated in the mid-term review report.

· In leading an EC project identification mission in Bangladesh, I was able to identify three projects in the area of climate change adaptation and environmental security, each with a budget of €10-20 million for EC funding in 2009-2013.
